Adjusting the Installation path of the Node.js packages

By default, Node.js installs its packages in the profile directory of the logged-in user. Since Node.
js is intended solely to operate as a user-independent server application under BlueSpice, it is
strongly recommended that you change the default path for these packages:

If you have
different requirements, you must adapt these paths accordingly.

Installing the Windows Build Tools

The Node.js package windows-build-tools is required for installing the relevant BlueSpice
applications.

To install, first open the Windows command prompt as administrator. To do this, right-click
"Start" (1) and select "Command Prompt (Administrator)" (2):
